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PREFACE
“Workbook for the students of English form of study” is an elementary practical
course of Ukrainian for English speaking students.

The Workbook consists of 12 units, including tasks in phonetics, grammar, reading,
speaking, vocabulary of 7 colloquial topics. The students are acquainted with the
Ukrainian alphabet, phonetic system, peculiarities of stress and intonation. The
Workbook contains the basic grammar patterns designed to develop everyday speech on
the elementary level.

Each unit has the tasks for revision, new vocabulary for a colloquial topic, grammar
tables and various exercises. The latter are based on the vocabulary of preceding
lessons. The words presented in the Workbook are necessary for everyday
communication. Through the selected situations given in the texts and dialogues
students obtain those phrases and speech patterns which are important for the formation
