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THE MEANING AND METHODOLOGICAL SPECIFICITY OF PHILOSOPHY IN THE
PERSPECTIVE OF CRITICAL RATIONALISM

Summary. The article discusses the view about the meaning and specificity of philosophy that corresponds to the
conception of critical rationalism developed by Karl Popper and his followers. Popper’s theory of demarcation between
science and metaphysics is discussed and construed as an anti-verificationist solution to the problem of empirical
testability; this means that the difference between empirical science and metaphysics is a matter of degree rather than of
a clear-cut borderline. The case is made that in critical rationalist perspective, philosophy should be considered as a
partner (and continuation) of science in the search for truth, and its methodological specificity consists in the absence of
efficient empirical criteria, as well as of the possibilities of providing strict logical proofs, that would assure the consensus
of scientists (philosophers). In philosophy, one is forced to consider and invent free arguments for and against proposed
views, and make one’s own judgment on their relative weight, without any commonly recognized scale. As a consequence,
different people can — and are likely to — arrive at different results, even if they all are rational and share their knowledge
of available options and reasons. Despite the high probability that consensus will not be achieved, philosophical
investigation is of high importance, because it allows to improve our understanding of available alternatives and the
reasons for and against each of them, and so make a well-reasoned choice. This justifies the commitment to the traditional
notion of philosophy as rational theoretical-cum-argumentative intellectual activity in the search for knowledge about
the world and man directed by the regulative idea of truth as correspondence. At the same time, critical rationalism
highlights the point that our choice can be mistaken even if perfectly rational. We are fallible, and there is no escape out
of this. At best, we can (and rationalists do) hope that rationality makes our mistakes less probable or less detrimental.
One important thing that we should learn from this is that in philosophy, disagreement does not necessarily mean
ignorance or irrationality; rational and well informed people can well disagree. The awareness of this should caution us
against easy attributions of irrationality to our opponents.Thus, critical rationalism inherits from classical philosophy

(in particular, classical rationalism and empiricism) the faith in reason and in the importance of rational argument, the
conviction that the purpose of philosophy is knowledge of the world and ourselves and that this purpose is inseparable
from the regulative idea of objective truth (as correspondence). Its distinctive features are the view that knowledge is a
system of hypotheses (conjectures) and the recognition that there are no guarantees of truth (comprehensive fallibilism).
This allows reconciling the commitment to truth and rationality with philosophical pluralism and respect for different
views.
