В англійській мові іменники вживаються з артиклем, мають відмінок (загальний і 
присвійний) та число (однину і множину). Іменник не має закінчень родового, 
давального, знахідного, орудного та місцевого відмінків. Проте є декілька прийменників, 
значення яких відповідають певним відмінковим закінченням: 

- of — родовий відмінок: 
Не is a student of our university. 
- to - давальний відмінок: 
The doctor prescribed a new drug to his patient. 
 by, with - орудний відмінок: He went to the chemist by bus. 
 about, of - знахідний відмінок: They talked about their 
exams. 

 

Множина іменників 

Обчислювані іменники, тобто ті, які можна порахувати, вживаються в однині та 
множині. Необчислювані іменники, тобто ті, які не можна порахувати, не вживаються у 
множині. 
 Більшість іменників утворюють множину додаванням -s: а car — twocars. 
 Іменники, що закінчуються на -s, -ss, -sh, -ch, -x, -о, додають -esу множині: atomato — 

twotomatoes. 
 Але деякі іменники, що закінчуються на -о, додають лише -s: radio — radios, video — 

videos, rhino — rhinos, hippo — hippos, piano — pianos, photo — photos. 
 Іменники, що закінчуються на голосну + у, додають -sу множині: aboy— twoboys. 
 Іменники, що закінчуються на приголосну + у, опускають -у і додають -iesу множині: 

astrawberry — threestrawberries. 
 

 Іменники, що закінчуються на -fабо -fe, опускають -fабо -feта додають -vesу множині: 
aleaf—fourleaves. 

 Але деякі іменники, що закінчуються на -fабо -fe, додають лише -s: roof - roofs, giraffe - 
giraffes, cliff - cliffs. 

 Деякі іменники утворюють множину без додавання -s: man — men, woman — women, 
child — children, goose — geese, tooth — teeth, foot — feet, mouse — mice, ox — oxen, 
sheep — sheep, deer — deer. 

 Деякі іменники вживаються тільки в однині: money — гроші; advice — порада, поради; 
information — інформація, відомості; news — новина, новини; knowledge - знання; 
furniture -меблі.

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АРТИКЛЬ (THEARTICLE) 

Артикль — це частина мови, яка вживається перед іменником або прикметником, 
після якого є іменник. В англійській мові є два артиклі: неозначений артикль a/anта 
означений артикль the. Неозначений артикль а/ап походить від числівника one- один . А 
означений артикль the— від займенника that-той. Відтінки із значеннями "один" і "той" 
частково збереглись у артиклів і зараз. 

Неозначений артикль a/anвживається з одниною обчислюваних іменників. Ми 
використовуємо а, якщо наступне слово починається з приголосної, та an, якщо наступне 
слово починається з голосної. 

Означений артикль theвживається з необчислюваними іменниками, а також одниною 
та множиною обчислюваних іменників. 

 

Неозначений артикль а/ап 

Неозначений артикль a/anвживається: 
• Якщо перед іменником під час перекладу українською мовою можна поставити: 

"один", "один із", "якийсь", "будь-який", "чийсь". Напр. Thisisahouse. - Це будинок 
(один із будинків). 
Неозначений артикль a/anне вживається: 

• Перед необчислюваними іменниками та множиною обчислюваних іменників. Напр. 
Thesearehouses. 
У цих випадках замість a/anчасто можна вживати some. Напр. / would like some ice-
cream.

прямому відмінку вживаються перед дієсловом і виступають у ролі підмета. Особові 
займенники в непрямому відмінку вживаються після дієслова і виступають у ролі 
додатка. Напр. Isawhimyesterday. 

Присвійні займенники мають дві форми: залежну і незалежну. Після залежної форми 
стоїть іменник. Після незалежної форми іменник не вживається. Напр. Thisisту book. 
Thebookismine. 

Зворотні займенники вживаються після таких дієслів, як behave, burn, cut, enjoy, hurt, 
introduce, kill, lookat, teachта ін., коли підмет і додаток дієслова є однією і тією самою 
особою. Напр. Andrewhashurthimself. 

Підсилювальні займенники вживаються з прийменником by, коли ми маємо на увазі 
"один, без нікого" або "без допомоги". Напр. Не painted the kitchen by himself (ніхто 
йому не допомагав).
