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ABSTRACT

The article deals with the analysis of the marine images’ role in the revealing
of the heroes’ existential states in V. Yermolenko’s novel “An ocean hunter. The
Odyssey’s story”. |. Yalom’s concept of the ultimate concerns of life (freedom,
isolation, meaninglessness, death) is involved. The permanent presence of the marine
symbols in the text and their connection with the mythological tradition are noted.

Water as an archaic element has life-giving power, but in the novel it carries a
threat and has its own will (images of Charybdis, Poseidon, Anthropos) or is
represented as a form of posthumous being (Nausicaa wants to turn into a fish,
Ariadne to dissolve in the water element). The sea in the novel is a topos of
loneliness, both desirable (the path to reflection and self-test) and compelled (feeling
unnecessary, abandoned, including Odysseus’ inability to reunite with his family).
Isolation is a reassessment of one’s accomplishments, and it is necessary to make the
return journey, atoning for sins and solving unresolved problems. A sea voyage in a
novel is a form of artistic presentation of existential search. Facing the natural element
Odyssey experiences his own anguish and helplessness, but at the same time,
through the image ‘the great river of a nation” a sense of belonging to a powerful,
superhuman force is transmitted. The sense of destabilization and limitedness is
metaphorically compared to sailing in the sea — an open space, which is not subject to
any man. However, paradoxically, the hero is addicted to this topos of freedom, the
human presence fills it with transcendental sense.

The images of the water element (ocean, sea, ship, wave, abyss, bottom,
river) are used in the novel “An ocean hunter. The Odyssey’s story” to denote the
depth of human emotions and the disclosure of existential states. They have an
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ambivalent significance: the quintessence of life / mortal danger, the self-reflection
topos / isolation, the place of freedom / an addictive space, the source of
destabilization / embodiment of landmarks, etc.
