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INDIVIDUALIZATION OF EDUCATIONAL PROCESS AS
ONE OF THE ASPECTS OF PROFESSUONAL TRAINING OF
OFOREIGN STUDENTS

Abstract. The article highlights certain psychological processes

that is the basis of individualization as one of the factors of the
effectiveness of teaching foreign language.

Key words: individualization, language acquisition strategies,
psychological processes, foreign students.

The communicative and cognitive approach of teaching language
foreign students in Ukrainian universities of non-philological profile
involves the formation of a linguistic personality as an active subject of
the educational process, taking into account their psychological charac-
teristics to solve the problem of individualization of education. The
separation of an individual approach into an independent principle of
teaching is traditionally and universally recognized in modern didactics.

However the concept of “individual approach” is still interpreted
differently. Individualization is understood as one of the forms of
organization of educational work of students in the lesson. But there
one more term - “individual form of work”. Others scientists identify
an individual approach with a differentiated one. But the last one is
only one of the methods of the previous. We proceed from the fact that
the principle of an individual approach is the principle of active
influence on the mental development of students in order to achieve
their maximum development. Not training should be tailored to the
individual characteristics of the student, but the student should be
tailored to the increasingly complex learning process.
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The purpose of the article is to consider some psychological
processes and the importance of taking them into account for the
individualization of the educational activities of foreigners. Recently
much attention has been paid to the consideration of the problem of

Individualization of learning is essentially about taking into account all
the many-sided properties of the learner and correlating learning
methods with them. It permeates the entire educational process and is
one of the conditions for teaching communication to foreign students.

In the modern methodology of teaching foreign languages at a
non-philological university, the tendency to pay close attention to the
individual characteristics of students while mastering their
communicative competence is very relevant that leads to a
redistribution of the roles of teacher and student in the educational
process. The focus of scientists has already shifted from a learning
strategy to a learning strategy for learning content. The basis of the
teacher’s activity is not the process of transferring ready-made
knowledge, but the process of stimulating the motivational sphere and
the cognitive activity of students with providing them with a wide
range of methods, forms, techniques and means to improve their
intellectual and professional level. At the same time, the psychological
factor of the study of foreign languages is advanced to the leading
position. Pedagogical experience and numerous recent studies show
that the individuality, the uniqueness of the psychological processes is
a part of the mastery strategy and have a great influence on the
productivity of the entire educational process.

It is known that foreign students with different levels have
different communicative needs, motives for learning a language,
have different possibilities for processing teaching units, etc.
Meanwhile, in the front-group organization of the educational
process, the individual characteristics of students are not taken into
account, and therefore students are deprived of the opportunity to
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develop their own program of speech behavior in accordance with
communicative needs and on the basis of the most effective
methods and methods of working with units of instruction for them.

Optimization of student learning activities will certainly
improve the productivity of learning and mastery. After all, the
quality and speed of mastering the language increases as the
technique of presenting material in textbooks approaches those
combinations of techniques and methods that are used by foreign
students in the educational process.

To solve the problem of individualization of instruction, we
believe, it is necessary first of all to select all the components that make
up the strategy of mastering a second language. Unfortunately, in the
teaching methodology, it is not yet possible to find a complete list of
factors (components) involved and affecting language acquisition, since
it apparently does not exist. In the methodological literature at present
we can find descriptions of many psychological processes that are
observed in the student’s activity in general, while mastering any
unknown material. However the components of intellectual activity in
works are usually interpreted as universal phenomena inherent in all
people who perceive and process educational information. And the
questions of determining the specifics of the psychological processes in
the study of individual subjects in general remains open. Consequently,
individualized learning has not yet received scientific justification.

Every student is distinguished by a specific style of acquiring,
organizing and storing knowledge, skills for their subsequent use in
communication. The components that make up the mastery strategy
in the methodology usually include such as the communicative
needs of students, ability to language, motivation for learning,
reliance on the native language, a tendency to systematize the
phenomena studied, the relationship between the easy / difficulty of
learning and the simplicity / complexity of the training material,
self-control, etc. Since not all components of the mastery strategy
are currently sufficiently studied, then, naturally, the accounting of
individual characteristics taught in the educational process is not
fully implemented.
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Like any ability, the ability to master a foreign language is
manifested in activity and is a combination of different properties:
the ability to master phonetics, vocabulary, grammar, to master the
skills of oral and written speech. Ability to a foreign language is
associated with thinking processes. In order for the learning process
to be carried out more successfully, it is necessary to establish what
type of mental activity a particular student has. When teaching a
language, not only the speed of mental orientation is important, but
also such qualities of thinking as thoughtfulness, creativity,
systematicity and consistency. These properties of thinking, which
can be manifested only in a specific activity, most characterize the
individual characteristics of students. But these abilities can
develop provided that a differentiated approach to students in the
process of their education is implemented. It is useful for foreign
students with various typological features of memory to give
individual tasks to consolidate the new material being studied and
transfer it to long-term memory. And only after mastering this
material, give exercises on the development of other types of
memory. Each lesson should have a clear structure with dividing it
into small but independent parts, which will help to keep the
attention of foreigners on more material. It is important to develop
involuntary memorization in those students who use mechanical
memory in all cases, which is unproductive for learning.

Taking into account the individual characteristics of non-
philological students in the process of studying foreign language
will certainly contribute to the effectiveness of their training.
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
