COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS OF MORTALITYY AND VACCINATION COVERAGE AGAINST
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The purpose of the research: to reveal the dependence of the mortality rate from COVID-19 on the
degree of vaccination coverage of the population of the city of Zaporizhzhia for the reporting period of 2021.

Materials and methods: the analysis of statistical data on the number of cases and deaths from
COVID-19 for the reporting period of 2021 was carried out according to information published in open
sources (the website of the Zaporizhzhia City Council), the average monthly and average quarterly mortality
rates were calculated, as well as percentage indicators of the levels of increase in mortality from COVID-19
in the city of Zaporizhzhia for 2021, taking into account the levels of vaccination coverage against
COVID-19 according to data published on the website of the Ministry of Health of Ukraine.

The results obtained: the average monthly mortality rates in the | quarter of 2021 amounted to 1.32%,
1.68% and 2.125%, in Il — 2.3%, 2.645 and 2.85%, in I11 —2.88%, 2, 87% and 2.885%, in IV — 2.9%, 2.985%
and 3.4%, respectively. The average monthly increase in mortality was: in the | quarter — 0.4%, in the
Il —0.275%, in the 111 — 0.005%, in the IV — 0.25%. The average quarterly mortality rates were: in | — 1.71%,
in 1l —2.6%, in 111 — 2.88%, in IV — 3.1%. The average annual mortality rate was 2.57%. The number of those
vaccinated with one or two doses of the vaccine, respectively, was: in the first quarter — 0.48%, in the
second —4.02%, in the third — 15.22%, in the fourth — 35.32.

Conclusions: based on the results of the analysis, it can be concluded that the mortality rates from
COVID-19 in 2021 in the city of Zaporizhzhia tended to increase monthly and quarterly, with the exception
of the third quarter, in which there was a plateau in indicators. This is explained by the fact that for the period
from July to September 2021, there was a maximum increase in vaccination coverage compared to the
previous quarter (almost 4 times). The highest level of average monthly growth was in the first quarter, due to
the fact that the start of the vaccine campaign in Ukraine fell only on 24.02.2021.
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
