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SOCIO-PHILOSOPHICAL ANALYSIS OF THE MICHEL FOUCAULT’S WORK
“THE BIRTH OF THE CLINIC”

Relevance. Michel Foucault explores the emergence of the modern medical
profession and its relationship to power and knowledge in one of his brilliant works of
philosophy — “The birth of the clinic.”

The aim. Considering this the aim of the abstract is to analyze and reveal the
peculiarities and main aspects of the emergence of the modern medical profession that
would influence on the further history of medicine and society in general.

Results. Foucault argues that the medical profession was not always a dominant
force in society, but that its rise to prominence was tied to broader cultural and political
changes that took place in the 18th and 19th centuries. As societies became more
centralized and bureaucratic, the medical profession emerged as a key player in the
management of populations and the regulation of bodies. At the same time, Foucault
argues that medicine itself underwent a transformation. Instead of simply treating
individual patients, doctors began to see themselves as experts in the science of human
biology and physiology, capable of identifying and diagnosing diseases at a population
level. We share the view that this new approach to medicine was based on the use of
diagnostic tools such as the stethoscope, which allowed doctors to listen to and identify
the internal workings of the body. While Foucault does not explicitly discuss the
relationship between medicine and philosophy, his work has important implications for the
way we think about health and illness. In particular, he highlights the way in which medical
knowledge and power are intertwined, and suggests that the medical profession is not
always a neutral or objective observer of the body. Instead, Foucault argues that medicine
is a form of power that operates through the production of knowledge and the regulation of
bodies. This suggests that our understanding of health and illness is not purely scientific
or medical, but is shaped by broader social and political forces.

Conclusions. Foucault's work raises important questions about the role of
medicine in society, and the ways in which it can be used to control and regulate bodies. It
also suggests that a truly holistic approach to health and well-being must take into
account the broader social and political context in which medicine operates.

THE NEGATIVE FACTORS AFFECTING THE EDUCATION PROCESS
DURING MARTIAL LAW

Relevance. The introduction of martial law in Ukraine has influenced all spheres of
social life in Ukraine. It is very important to understand the factors which are the obstacles
to the normal functioning of the educational sphere in the conditions of martial law.

Results. The main obstacles to the learning process during martial law have been
stated as following:

1) The constant stressful situation in which almost the entire population of our
country is. One of the goals of distance learning during the war is not only the assimilation
of new knowledge, but also psychological support for students;

2) The complete destruction of the infrastructure of higher education institutions.
Information of damage education institutions as a result of Russia's invasion of Ukraine
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as of June 29, 2022: 5 completely destroyed educational institutions, and 41 damaged
institutions of higher education;

3) The blackout periods has greatly influenced the usual life. Asynchronous mode
of classes was widely practiced: teachers recorded all lectures and classes, and a certain
amount of time was allocated to complete the tasks, so that students could do everything
exactly;

4) The outflow of Ukrainian students and applicants to foreign educational
institutions. More than 60 thousand Ukrainian students have left abroad. A large
percentage of applicants chose foreign universities for admission, which will negatively
affect the number of professionally trained specialists in the future;

5) A significant challenge is the loss of human resources. Many teachers remain in
the temporarily occupied territories and need special support from the state. Unfortunately
many teachers were forced to go abroad.

Conclusions. The educational process continues, despite the war in our country.
And after the victory, our educational sphere will restore all its strength to train real
professionals.
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
