Aim. Determine the role of polymorphism of the interleukin-17
gene in the development of mixed cryoglobulinemia (MC) in cases
of HCV-infection.

Methods and patients. The study involved 149 patients and 45
healthy people. The polymorphism of the interleukin-17 gene were
determined by polymerase chain reaction and the level of MC were
determined by spectrophotometric method. The data are processed by
nonparametric methods of statistics.
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Results. The genotype CC/CG is more common in patients than in
healthy people (x*=22,78, p<0,0001), and also has a high chance of
influencing chronic hepatitis C (OR=49,20, 95% Cl=2,71-892,94). In
the presence of MC, the CC/CG genotype was associated with the
manifestation of cryoglobulinemic syndrome: weakness (x>=6,4,
p<0,01), arthralgia (¥*=10,74, p<0,001), hemorrhagic vasculitis
(x*=5,53, p<0,05), Meltzer triad (¥*=7,96, p<0,005). In the absence
of MC, the CC genotype was associated with the development of
type 2 diabetes (¥>=5,52, p<0,05).

Conclusion. In healthy people, the genotype GG IL-17 is more
likely to be found more frequently than in patients with chronic
hepatitis C. CC/CG genotypes have high chances of influencing
hepatitis C chronicity and clinical manifestations of HCV-associated
cryoglobulinemia syndrome.
