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DETECTION OF CONGENITAL CYTOMEGALOVIRUS INFECTION IN
CHILDREN WITH HEMANGIOMAS

At the present stage, there is a significant increase in the role of
cytomegalovirus infection in the overall infection of children of different age
groups. The variety of damages of cytomegalovirus s due to its pantropic nature
and the state of the immune system of the child. The purpose of the study was to
establish the prevalence of congenital cytomegalovirus infection in children with
hemangiomas of the first three years of life. To realize the goal, the data of 712
children of the first three years of life for the period from 2013 to 2016 were
analyzed. One of the reasons for seeking medical help was the presence of
hemangiomas in patients with different localization. Patients were subject to a
comprehensive examination with the exception of the presence of TORCH-group
infections. In 86.5% of the patients, the diagnosis is “congenital cytomegaly”. The
analysis showed that among the newborns, 12 (16.7%) had hemangiomas. This
age group was not significantly different by gender. Most hemangiomas were
diagnosed in patients aged from one month to 1 year - 618 (86.8%) children.
Among them, gils are 408 (66%) and 210 (34%) boys. In children from one year
to three, hemangiomas were recorded in 82 (11.5%) cases, of which 37 (45.1%)
were boys, and 45% (54.9%) were girls in this group. Most often, hemangiomas
were located on the head, face and neck - 55.6%, on the trunk - 26.3%, and on the
limbs - 18.1%. Vascular anomalies were represented by a wide clinical spectrum
of formations - from slight discoloration of the skin (spot) to large volume
formations. Thus, among children with hemangiomas, congenital cytomegaly is
diagnosed in almost 87% of cases. The obtained data indicate the expediency of
examining children with manifestations of hemangiomas of different localization
in order to exclude congenital cytomegaly.

C-REACTIVE PROTEIN AS A CRITERION FOR ASSESSING THE

Acute enteric infections (AEI) in recent years have consistently ranked
second in the structure of infectious pathology among children.

The purpose of our study was to establish the level of C-reactive protein,
depending on the degree of severity of AEIL as well as studies of the dynamics of
changes in this indicator at the onset of the discase and in the period of early
convalescence (s - 6 days).
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
