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PECULIARITIES OF CRUSTED SCABIES IN IMMUNOCOMPROMISED PATIENTS

Introduction. Patients with severe immunodeficiency have conditions for the occurrence of many infectious
diseases. The most unfavorable prognosis in skin diseases is crusted/Norwegian scabies which is rare and
characterized by widespread crusts, hyperkeratotic lesions teeming with innumerable mites.

Aim: to identify the characteristics of the course of the crusted scabies in the immunocompromised patients
with steroid therapy.

Materials and Method. 10 cases of crusted scabies were treated in Community Institution “Zaporizhia
Regional Dermatovenereology Clinical Hospital” of Zaporizhia Regional Council during 2018 -2019 years. Standard
methods of microscopic laboratory analysis and treatment were used in all patients according to National Regime.

Results. 5 patients were children and 5 patients were adults. All of them were getting steroid treatment for
rheumatoid arthritis or bronchial asthma. The patients started with allergy like lesions and later they were recognized
as the papule/vesicle. Lesions were hyperkeratotic, crusted and covered large areas. Marked scaling was fixed in all
cases. Pruritus was minimal. Nail dystrophy and scalp lesions were prominent. The hands and arms were usual
locations, but all sites were infected. Eczema appeared as a complication in 4 cases. The treatment currently
recommends a combination regimen of topical permethrin 5% or benzoyl benzoate 5%, applied daily for 7 days,
followed by twice weekly until cure is reached. Concurrently, oral ivermectin should be taken on days 1, 2, 8, 9, and
15. For topical treatment, we chose topical permethrin 5% for our patients. Contact precautions were applied, and
healthcare workers who had contact with patients prior to that point were informed of their diagnosis. After 4 weeks
of treatment, repeat skin scrapings were negative and contact precautions were removed for the patients. A thorough
washing of the linens and clothing in her home was advised. Norwegian scabies may be a rare complication of
immunosuppressant therapy, but in view of its contagious nature physicians should be aware of the possibility in a
patient who develops a widespread hyperkeratotic eruption.

Conclusion. The investigation showed prelevance of crusted scabies among immune-compromised people.
The results show the need for examination for scabies and its treatment in people, who are immune-compromised.
